East Texas, and meadows yield big rolls of hay.
Roadside stands offer agricultural products from the
land, from tomatoes and melons to sweet potatoes
and sugar cane.

East Texas is only one-fifth of the land area of
Texas. But take a few tall pines off the top of  Maine,
and East Texas would be as big as New England’ six
states. It has: A pine-hardwood forest area as big as
the State of Kentucky.  Big man-made reservoirs,
and thousands of smaller lakes, along with one of
the South’s great natural lakes. It has the playground
that is the Gulf of Mexico, with its bays and chan-
nels reaching to the ports of the great Texas Coastal
plain. A steam tourist railroad that runs through the
scenic hills.  An Indian reservation in the forest.

The largest oil field in the continental United
States. Museums which commemorate the great 
East Texas Oil Field, and Spindletop, and the great
forest industry. Shrines of Texas history: where the
declaration of independence from Mexico was
signed; the pivotal battle fought, and where Sam
Houston lived.

The El Camino Real, one of the oldest roads 
in North America, blazed by the Spaniards in 1691.
An old stone fort, ceremonial Indian mounds, and 
a log mission along the road.  River towns, and 
former plantation areas.

Country inns, rose fields, potteries. Unique din-
ing places, with fare which ranges from Old South 
catfish dinners to deep-sea foods, to barbecue and
Cajun foods. 

Cities along historic Red River Valley, spilling
over into Oklahoma, Louisiana and Arkansas. The
Sabine River Valley, which joins Texas with
Louisiana, with some of the flavors of both states
melding at these points. And a reflection of how
East Texans have fun in rodeos, county fairs, trail
rides, festivals. NASA, and the Urban Cowboy are
parts of the lure of the South’s largest city.

The changing seasons: Spring like Augusta and
Autumn like Virginia. The flora and fauna of the
forests and the prairies. It’s partly Old South, partly
New West.
